2024 USTA Safe Sport Adult Athlete Course Sweepstakes  
 

NO PURCHASE OR PAYMENT OF ANY KIND IS NECESSARY TO ENTER OR WIN A 
PRIZE IN THIS PROMOTION. A PURCHASE OR PAYMENT WILL NOT INCREASE 
YOUR CHANCES OF WINNING. 
 
OPEN ONLY TO LEGAL RESIDENTS OF THE FIFTY (50) UNITED STATES AND THE 
DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA WHO ARE AT LEAST 18 YEARS OF AGE AT TIME OF 
ENTRY. VOID WHERE PROHIBITED BY LAW.   
 
AS DESCRIBED BELOW, THESE RULES REQUIRE THAT DISPUTES BE RESOLVED 
ON AN INDIVIDUAL BASIS, RATHER THAN BY CLASS ACTION AND LIMIT YOUR 
RIGHTS AND REMEDIES IN THE EVENT OF A DISPUTE.  
 
By participating in the 2024 Safe Sport Adult Athlete Course promotional sweepstakes (the 
“Sweepstakes”), participants agree to be bound by these Official Rules and the decisions of the 
Sponsor, which are binding and final on all matters relating to this Sweepstakes. Winning a Prize 
is contingent upon fulfilling all requirements set forth in these Official Rules.   

The Sweepstakes entry period begins at 12:01 AM Eastern Time (“ET”) on September 19, 2024 
and ends on October 20, 2024 at 11:59 PM ET (the “Entry Period”). 

The Sponsor of the Sweepstakes is United States Tennis Association Incorporated, 2500 
Westchester Avenue, Suite 411, Purchase, New York 10577 (“USTA” or “Sponsor”).  

HOW TO ENTER.   There is no purchase necessary to participate. To receive one (1) entry in the 
random drawing for a Prize, you must use your USTA Account to enroll in and complete the U.S. 
Center for SafeSport’s “Abuse Prevention for Adult Athletes” online course, located on the 
USTA’s Safe Play page at https://www.usta.com/en/home/safe-play/safesport-courses/abuse-
prevention-for-adult-athletes.html (the “SafeSport Adult Athlete Course”).  

To be eligible for an entry, enrollment and completion of the SafeSport Adult Athlete Course must 
occur at any time during the Entry Period. If you do not have a USTA Account, you will be required 
to create a USTA account to access the SafeSport Adult Athlete Course. There is no cost or fee to 
create a USTA account. To learn more about creating a USTA Account, please visit How to Create 
a USTA Account. You may only enroll and attend the SafeSport Adult Athlete Course one (1) time. 
Individuals who have already completed the SafeSport Adult Athlete Course prior to the Eligibility 
Period are not eligible for an entry to the Sweepstakes.  
 
Online entry only. No other method of entry will be accepted. Entrance into the Sweepstakes 
through multiple email accounts or USTA Accounts by the same individual will disqualify 
participant from the Sweepstakes.  All entry materials become the property of the USTA and will 
not be acknowledged or returned.  
 
If you choose to enter via your mobile device, standard data rates may apply. See your wireless 
provider for pricing plan details. Entries will be declared made by the authorized account holder of 
the e-mail address submitted at the time of entry. “Authorized account holder” is defined as the 
natural person assigned an account by the organization responsible for assigning the applicable 
email account used at the time of entry. The authorized account holder may be required to provide 
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proof of identity. If a dispute cannot be resolved, the entry will be deemed ineligible. Any other 
attempted form of entry is prohibited; no automatic, programmed, robotic or similar means of entry 
are permitted.  
 
DRAWING.  Eight (8) Winners will be selected at random for a Prize from among all eligible 
entries received. The random drawing shall take place on or about October 21, 2024 by USTA or 
its designee, whose decisions are final and binding on all aspects of this Sweepstakes and not 
subject to appeal. The potential Winners will be contacted by email within approximately three (3) 
business day after being selected. Winner notifications will be sent to the email address on file with 
the USTA in the Winner’s USTA account. Potential Winners will be required to claim his or her 
prize within three (3) business days of the time the winner notification is sent. To claim the prize, 
potential Winner must respond as directed in the message sent to potential Winner.  Potential 
Winner may be required to provide additional information to confirm identity and eligibility and 
also may be required to complete and sign an Affidavit of Eligibility and Liability Release and any 
other documentation that USTA may require and to see to it that USTA is in receipt of such 
information and documents within three (3) business days of being requested to provide the same.  
In all cases, USTA reserves the right to request proof of identity, residency and age, and the 
potential Winner will be deemed to have forfeited the prize if USTA, in its sole discretion, finds 
that the proof is unsatisfactory. The prize will be forfeited (i) if selected potential Winner does not 
timely provide the requisite information, return the requisite documents or cannot be reached within 
three (3) business days from initial notification attempt, (ii) if prize is returned as non-deliverable, 
and/or (iii) in the event of non-compliance with any of the requirements of these Official Rules. 

PRIZES.   

Eight (8) prizes will be awarded, each consisting of one (1) American Express electronic Gift Card 
in the amount of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) (each a “Prize”). Approximate retail value of 
each Prize is Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00). Total approximate retail value of all Prizes is 
$4,000.00. 

Prizes are awarded “as-is” with no warranty or guarantee, either express or implied by the 
Sponsor. Prizes are subject to the specific terms and conditions of the eGift card issuer, and 
may be subject to certain restrictions, limitations and fees. See details printed on the Prize 
eGift card for more information. 

Prizes are non-transferable and cannot be substituted, assigned, transferred or redeemed for 
cash, but Sponsor, in its sole discretion may substitute a prize of equal or greater value if a 
Prize becomes unavailable for any reason. If a winner cannot accept their Prize as stated, the 
Prize will be forfeited in its entirety or an alternate winner will be selected, as determined by 
USTA in its absolute sole discretion. USTA is not responsible for lost or stolen Prizes and any 
such Prizes will not be replaced. 

All costs and expenses associated with Prize acceptance and use not specified herein are the 
responsibility solely of the Winner(s).  Winners are fully responsible for applicable federal, 
state and local taxes (including income and withholding taxes) incurred for acceptance of the 
Prize. 

All Prize details shall be determined in the sole and absolute discretion of the USTA. Limit one (1) 
Prize per person/household. Prizes will be distributed by email to the email address on file with the 
USTA in the Winner’s USTA account. Please allow 1-2 weeks for delivery of your Prize by email 
after confirmation of your eligibility as a Winner.

DISPUTES.  EXCEPT WHERE PROHIBITED, PARTICIPANTS AGREES THAT: (1) ANY 
AND ALL DISPUTES, CLAIMS AND CAUSES OF ACTION ARISING OUT OF OR 
CONNECTED WITH THIS SWEEPSTAKES OR ANY PRIZE AWARDED SHALL BE 
RESOLVED INDIVIDUALLY, WITHOUT RESORT TO ANY FORM OF CLASS ACTION; (2) 
ANY AND ALL CLAIMS, JUDGMENTS AND AWARDS SHALL BE LIMITED TO ACTUAL 
OUT-OF-POCKET COSTS INCURRED, INCLUDING COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH 
ENTERING THIS SWEEPSTAKES, BUT IN NO EVENT ATTORNEYS’ FEES; AND (3) 
UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES WILL PARTICIPANTS BE PERMITTED TO OBTAIN
